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MAD RIVER GREENWAY

The Meadow Road access point offers a 
lovely one mile walk on the west side of 
the Mad River to the south, where the 
path hugs the river for most of its length 
along the edge of the meadows or through 
the riparian woods.
With the river on one side and farm fields 
on the other this is the easiest and most 
popular section of the Path, particularly 
for walking leashed dogs, and for bird 
watching. It also offers several places to 
access the river itself. At the terminus of 
this route is a charming gazebo set on a 
high bank with a picnic table and a long 
view up the river to the south.

East Side Closure
The Neil Family has closed the portion 
of the Greenway located on their 
property on the east side, as they feel 
that a significant number of Path users 
have not respected their property or their 
wishes and for other business reasons.
The MRPA maintains a strong 
relationship with the Neill family and 
hopes that ongoing conversations will 
lead to the eventual reopening of the 
East Side Greenway.
