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WARRENKINGSBURY PATH

The access point for the Warren Path 
section starts from the shelter at the north 
end of the old fair grounds across from 
the Warren Elementary school. This is 
a wide, easy path through a hardwood 
forest studded with huge, dramatic 
boulders and rock outcroppings. There is 
also a half mile interpretive trail through 
the Eaton Town Forest that starts to the 
right of the access point shelter.

The Kingsbury section starts from the 
Warren Riverside Park. The path heads 
north alongside the river through a 
flood plain forest and crosses over Clay 
Brook via a new bridge, (scheduled to 
be completed by May 30th 2011), then 
continues up the slope via the magnificent 
“38 Steps Staircase”, then along a river 
terrace and through a small meadow to a 
crossing of Route Rt 100.

After crossing Rt 100 the trail is on a 
mostly level path around the picturesque 
Sugarbush snowmaking pond from the 
south end of which you can access the 
mountain bike Plum Line trail up to 
Sugarbush. Alternatively cross the Rt 
100 Kingsbury Bridge to access the level 
and easy stretch along the river on the 
Kingsbury Community Farm.
